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Do you feel whole?  That’s another way of asking, “Do you feel 

healthy”? 

God is concerned with wholeness.  One of the ways we interpret the 

giving of the Ten Commandments is that God wanted to make sure 

that communities and relationships were healthy and an atmosphere 

was created where families and individuals could thrive in the midst of 

all kinds of diseases, physical, social, and spiritual. 

In the New Testament the Greek word which is translated salvation, 

was a word that was used whenever a person’s suffering, of any kind, 

was healed.  It was not a term used only to point to our future life in 

another part of God’s kingdom. 

The church has followed the example of Jesus in showing concern for 

the wholeness of all of creation.  In the early church, Christians not 

only spread the good news of Jesus by their words, but they often 

stayed behind to care for the sick while others fled and abandoned 

the sick in fear of contracting diseases themselves.  

In more recent times Christian missionaries have been leaders shar-

ing the gospel, and in establishing hospitals and social service agen-

cies.  It’s part of our ministry to a hurting world! 

The theologian Henri Nouwen writes, “We are all healers who reach 

out and offer health, and we are all patients in constant need of help.”  

The Wounded Healer   p. 27 

How is health and wholeness part of our ministry at Prince of Peace?  

The most important part of our ministry is to share the message that 

God in Jesus has won the final victory over sin, death, and the power 

of the devil.  In Jesus, God suffered with us and through His death 

and resurrection, Jesus made us inheritors of His victory.  Eternal life 

for Jesus followers begins now.  All suffering is temporary.  Death is a 

coma, not a period at the end of life.  Death is a transition point to life 

in another part of God’s kingdom.

Benevolence Funds 
 
     Have you wondered about our benevolence funds and what they are used for?  We will try to 
give a brief review of each in the following month’s newsletters.  Here are three of importance: 
 
1. The Interfaith Hospitality Network 
  
 This program must maintain a staff, a building with furnishings and mate-
rials, and the maintenance of a van to move the families from one place to an-
other.  They also have utilities, insurance and SSI to pay just as we must do.  
They attempt to get homeless families into an apartment or home and furnish-
ings as well as a job.  They screen backgrounds of those in their program be-
fore being admitted. 
 
2.  Lutheran Community Services 
 
 LCS has a staff of professionally trained counselors who are skilled at helping 
children or young adults who have been sexually molested or harmed in some other 
way.  They also counsel families for no charge when necessary.  They aid families 
seeking adoption and counsel young women who are considering adoption as an op-
tion.  They work closely with the Spokane Police Department and the Spokane 
County Sheriff’s Dept. 
 
3.  Habitat for Humanity 
 
 H4H uses funds to purchase property to build on and materials to build with 
when they are ready to go ahead with a project to place a family into a home, with 
their help, and the combined help of many others who are mostly volunteers.

 Many places in Scripture call us to give of our earnings in support of God’s work through His 
church.  Surely we are all aware of that fact.  And most of us return to worship on a weekly basis 
because we feel the need to hear scripture read, to hear a sermon and sing hymns, to confess sins 
and ask forgiveness and hear God’s forgiveness.
