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As I write this article we’re about to celebrate the Affirmation of Bap-

tism of three young members of our congregation, Sam Holland, and 

Nate and Nic Lungstrom. 

This rite of the church is also called Confirmation.  Those of you who 

have gone through confirmation may remember another part of the 

program (no longer practiced) which struck terror in the hearts of 

most young people; standing in front of the congregation reciting the 

catechism.  The stress of the moment may have caused our mind to 

go blank even though we could recite the answer in front of our par-

ents at home.  Still, the rationale for memorizing the basic faith of the 

church and committing it to memory, I think, is a valuable practice. 

With the catechism in our heart and mind, we are equipped to go 

through our life and continue to ask Luther’s question, “What does 

this mean”?  Faith, according to Paul, is intended to grow.  It is a dy-

namic rather than a static activity.  The ways of thinking as a child are 

to mature into adult understanding.  Both are saving faith, but “faith 

seeking understanding” as Augustine put it, will evolve, as it did for 

the Israelites and the disciples, when we put faith into practice, ask 

hard questions based on our varied experiences, and grow in the 

Spirit through worship, study, and prayer.  

I’m a brooder.  I wake up in the middle of the night with an insight.  I 

can relate to Peter, who (in the book of Acts) after he had 3 dreams, 

realized that he hadn’t understood things quite rightly, or with the Co-

rinthians, who were shown by Paul (1 Cor. 12:31) “a still more excel-

lent way”.   

My prayer for all of you is that you too, would affirm your faith daily.  

Remember your baptism, recite the creed, the Lord’s Prayer, the Ten 

Commandments, and practice resting back in the arms of a loving 

God; remembering that “nothing in all creation” can separate you from 

that love!
