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“A new commandment I give you, that you love one another; even as I 

have loved you, that you love one another.”  John 13:34

As a result brothers and sisters in Christ are 

hurting each other by using labels such as heretic, self-righteous, out of 

touch, old fashioned, unscriptural and so on. 

Is it more important to be “right” than to be “loving”?  Is it more impor-

tant to be faithful to God than to God’s beloved?  If so, how does one 

do that? 

This time is a great opportunity for witness!  After Jesus commands his 

disciples to love each other He says, “By this all people will know that 

you are my disciples, if you have love for each other.”  John 13:35
