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     Jane and I were invited out to dinner one evening. The hosts had 
a number of coasters spread on the table-each with a different ques-
tion printed on them.  The one I picked asked, “Where do you experi-
ence the presence of Christ most?”-a great question! 

     Over nearly 64 years, I suppose that I would answer that question 
differently depending on my time of life; in the love of a parent, in my 
wife, in our children, during prayer, etc…  It would be interesting to 
ask each member of our congregation where they experience the 
presence of Christ most! 

     Lutherans say that Christ comes to us in the Word and Sacra-
ments.  Over the years some Christians have told me that they found 
more meaning in the sermon than they did at Communion.  Others 
have described Holy Communion as being the high point of the ser-
vice for them.  One person described the funeral service of a friend as 
a pivotal time for his faith.  Another described the peace of Christ that 
surrounded her as she knelt alone at the altar. 

     For me, I think that being surrounded by the family of Christ has 
been the most consistent experience of the presence of Christ.  You, 
cumulatively, as a congregation, and others like you, have had about 
every experience a human being could have and you, as persons of 
faith, witness to the truth that Christ has been a faithful companion, a 
trustworthy comforter, and a source of strength and hope.  You come 
from a variety of backgrounds, religiously, socially, and economically.  
The Spirit of Christ has shown no partiality.  His arms have been wide 
open and His promises for all.  You stand on the shoulders of former 
saints and join your voices with their testimony!   

Thank you for that witness!  Thank you for being the presence of 
Christ to me and to one another!
