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Reflections

There's good news on the Prince of Peace financial front! The out-
standing principle on our loan for our church building is now under one
million dollars! That's still a lot of money, but we continue to pay down
our loan each month through the faithful contributions of our members.

Every month, we also receive a payment from the sale of Ascension Lu-
theran, who, along with Calvary Lutheran, formed Prince of Peace. The
monthly payments received from Ascension are approximately $1072.
These payments, along with our offerings designated for the mortgage
payment account, form the monies that make the payment on our loan.
In 2010, the purchasers of Ascension are to make a balloon payment for
the remainder owed on the Ascension property. That means that the
monthly income of $1,000+ will no longer be coming to Prince of Peace.
We, as a congregation, will have to make up the difference.

This is a concern for every member of Prince of Peace, particularly in
this difficult economic environment. Finding money to give becomes in-
creasingly difficult with the increased financial strains of the family,
increased unemployment, and concern for future retirement.

For those who have IRA's I want you to know about a law known as The
Pension Protection Act. Your IRA may be crucial to your retirement!
However statistics show that 90% of IRA holders die with 90% of the
IRA's unused. The Pension Protection Act, which has been extended
through 2009, allows IRA owners to roll over up to $100,000 of their
IRA funds to a Church or charity, with no tax implications. If you want
to find out more about this method of donating funds fo Prince of
Peace please let me know, or talk with your accountant.

I remind you about this now, so that you have time to consider whether
or not this is a method of contributing you would like to use, before the
end of the year. If you choose to do this, your IRA administrator is

the one who needs to handle the transaction (don't withdraw the funds

System Operators - This is an excellent chance to be trained in operating both sound and audiovisual
equipment.
